Basketball PEI will be hosting NCCP courseghis fall for
island basketball coaches looking to improve their abil-
ity to coach basketball. The Introduction to Competi-
tion (ITC) course which replaces the old NCCP Level 1
course will be offered in Summerside and Charlotte-
town. The Introduction to Competition Advanced
(ITCA) course which replaces the NCCP Level 2 course
will be offered in Charlottetown beginning in mid -
October.

INTRODUCTION TO COMPETITION

All new coaches should take the Introduction to Compe-
tition (ITC) course. The ITC course is a competency
based course. Topics covered include making ethical
decisions, planning a practice and how to develop skills
through modified games. There will be three classroom
sessions of approximately 3 hours each as well as one in
the gym 3 hour session. The ITC course will be offered
in two locations this fall.

INTRODUCTION TO COMPETITION ADVANCED

All coaches that wish to pursue the next level in NCCP
education should take the NCCP Introduction to
Competition Advanced (ITCA) course. Coaches are re-
quired to have the NCCP Level 1 or ITC certification
before taking the ITCA course.

The ITCA course is a competency based course. There
will be four classroom sessions of approximately 3 hours
each as well as one in the gym 3 hour session. Topics
covered include basic mental skills, planning for the
development of basketball players and how to support
the athlete in training.

The Regional Training Program (RTP)will strive to pro-
vide younger athletes an opportunity to enhance their
basketball skill level and to promote individual skill de-
velopment, team concepts development and strength
and agility education development.

The primary focus of the RTP's will be to provide ath-
letes in grades 5-7 with the opportunity to work and
train together to Improve their basketball skills based on
Sport Canada's long term athlete development (LTAD)
concepts. These concepts are an extension of Canada
Basketball's Centre for Performance.

The RTP program will have programs operating inde-
pendently in all regions of the province. There will be 6
elite training sessions delivered to all participating ath-
letes.

The program is directed at training athletes and does
not involve competition. However, we will have compe-
titions on the final session. Training sessions will begin
in October and the program will run through the until
March.
